The Nevada Natural Resource Education Council (NNREC) is pleased to announce an expanded and consolidated 
conservation education mini-grant program. We have sponsored a very successful program with the Nevada Divi-
sion of Forestry for three years, and will now expand the program to private foundations, nonprofit organizations, 
and businesses, and to additional agencies, in order to better serve the needs of education and educators in Nevada. 
The program allows foundations to get money into the hands of teachers and other educators who would otherwise 
be out of reach of large grant programs, and to offer amounts smaller than would be possible through normal grant 
administration.

The attached sheet outlines the expanded program, including a bit more on the history of the program, connections 
to mission and priorities, restrictions, and participation levels. A diagram of the program also shows how it all fits 
together.

We are requesting $5000 from Sierra Pacific Power Foundation, which would be used in our mini-grant program to 
offer up to $500 to teachers for energy conservation and monitoring projects within their classrooms and schools. 
If you would like to guide us with further details or priorities, please do so. If you require a budget, we can provide 
one, but the budget is pretty simple – we reserve 10% for grant administration and the rest goes to teachers.
